Varicella (chicken pox) #2, if not already given.

Key:    Pediarix (Combined DtaP, IPV, Hep B)

DTaP = Diphtheria (severe upper airway infection), Tetanus (lock-jaw), and Acellular Pertussis (whooping cough)


Hib = Hemophilus Vaccine (meningitis and severe blood infections)

IPV = Injectable Polio Vaccine


Prevnar = Pneumococcal Vaccine against pneumonia, meningitis, and blood infections

Hepatitis B = Hepatitis is a viral infection of the liver

MMR = Measles, Mumps, and Rubella (German Measles)

Td = Adult Tetanus and Diphtheria booster


TdaP = Adolescent/Adult Tetanus, Diphtheria, and Pertussis vaccine
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
